(While you will not find the spiritual lessonsin Prince Caspian quite
as obvious as those you remember from The Lion, the Witch, and the Ward-
robe, you will find plenty of profound truths about the Christian faith [
delivered in away that only the master, C. S. Lewis, could do.

The saga of Prince Caspian unfolds in a world hundreds of yearsre-
moved from the Narnia of TheLion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe. In this age,
the evil King Miraz reigns and only a remnant of people actually believe those childish stories of
Adlan, the Stone Table, and a time when animals talked. Like Lucy, Edmund, Susan, and Peter, we
enter a world of skepticism that is very much like our own. Like our children, young Caspian grows
up in an age when most people say, " Who actually believesin Aslan nowadays?"

Asin the previous stories of Narnia, a cosmic battle between good and evil continues to rage.
But unlike the direct head-to-head conflict between Aslan and the White Witch, the conflict in Prince
Caspian is being waged between the followers of the opposing powers. On this cosmic stage, individ-
ual faith istested. Will Prince Caspian believein the stories of Narnia? Will Lucy follow what she be-
lievesto be Aslan?

Hereis something with which Christianstoday can certainly relate. It isonething to be among
the first witnesses who exult in therisen Christ. It is quite another to act out of faith when the stories
of His withesses are so many centuries removed from our world. As Jesus told doubting Thomas,
" Blessed are those who have not seen, and yet have believed” (John 20:29). Thisis our world, and this
istheworld of Caspian, aswell.
